Nuclear Disaster in Japan and EDF’s Proposals for “Hinkley C”

After the disastrous accident at Fukushima in Japan, please ensure that EDF does not build the largest UK nuclear power station at Hinkley Point in Somerset by sticking to the original Liberal Democrat policy of:

· Opposition to a new generation of nuclear power plants in Britain.

· A pledge that 40% of our electricity will come from renewable sources by 2020 and 100% by 2050.

We also urge you to:

1. Maintain your commitment to no financial subsidies of any sort for the nuclear industry. This should include ensuring that nuclear operators are legally responsible for all the financial costs of a serious accident, that no “cap” is placed on the price paid by operators for radioactive waste management and that no covert subsidies are provided to the industry through such mechanisms as the proposed minimum price for carbon emissions.
2. Hold a public inquiry into the ‘justification’ for nuclear power in order to weigh up the growing evidence of health effects - such as the German Kikk study, which found a doubling of childhood cancers near 16 nuclear sites - against any short-term advantages of the technology
3. Continue to support the expansion of clean, safe renewable energy in the UK up to and beyond the target for 20% of energy to come from “green” low carbon sources by 2010.
